Places of living
If you know where your ancestors lived or if you would like to trace the history of your own house, there are several types of sources that can provide more details.
		1)	photographic collections
2)	dean of guild court records within the burgh collections
3)	tacks (leases) and maps included in estate papers


Places of work 
If you know or suspect where your ancestors were employed you may find details of their employment in the records of the company they worked with.  There are many business collections in the Archives (have a look in our collections list).  Example:  Thomas Hudson &Co, manufacturers of boilers, structural ironwork and colliery plant, Coatbridge (U109) and Anderson Boyes & Co Ltd, coal cutting machine manufacturers, Motherwell (U110)


Clubs & Societies
Friendly Societies
· organisations through which ordinary working people, mainly tradesmen, were able to save money to cover the costs of burial, provide pensions for dependants and make provisions for loss of earnings through sickness, infirmity or old age
· Example: Airdrie Weavers’ Society (U19), existed 1781 to 1968; items of interest: minutes from 1800, Roll Books, financial records, articles and regulations, and photographs

Temperance Societies
· Example: Sons of Temperance (Hope of Coatbridge Cadets) (U103); items of interest minutes, pledge book

Social Clubs
· Example: Minute book of the Town & Country Ramblers' Association, gentlemen's club, Central Scotland (U35) – minute book 1881-82 contains membership details and Account of their excursions


The individual and the law
Criminals and victims of crimes
· The Magistrates and police court books available in the Archive record incidence which occurred (minor crimes and disturbances) in the respective burgh
· Airdrie:	UA/1/9/3	Magistrates Court Books from 1887
· Coatbridge:	UC/1/5/19	Magistrates’ Court Book No 19, 1903-04
· Motherwell and Wishaw:	UJ/1/8/1-10	Burgh of (Motherwell and) Wishaw Police Court Books 1886-1936
· Example: Glenboig Police Charge Book (UL/152/1) 

Licensees
· From 1756 a person who sold ale or other excisable liquors, whether in an inn or a shop, was required to have a licence
· Within a burgh these licences were granted by the burgh court
